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Introduction

List of bird species for this publication is based on the ‘Revised Avifaunal list of Sri Lanka’
(Kaluthota & Kotagama, 2009). All the species recorded in Sri Lanka are listed in this Tally list
under two sections. First section lists all the breeding resident species and regular migrant
species. Second section lists all the other species that irregularly recorded from Sri Lanka. This
includes vagrants, presence uncertain and status unknown species.

Nomenclature and classification is adapted from the BirdLife system, which follows Dickinson
(2003) for higher level (Family and Order) sequence, and Sibley and Monroe (1990, 1993) for
the species sequence. The family names also follow Dickinson (2003).

How to use the Tally list

Users can record their observations up to five visits in this booklet. Information on the visits can
be filled in the forms given in the page 4. Observations of birds can be marked in the respective
column for the visit considered, in the tally list.

‘Sri Lanka Birds”: Web based database

‘Sri Lanka Birds’ is an Internet-based spatial database about birds, their science and their
distribution, that allows users from anywhere in the world to input and query Sri Lankan bird
data. Visit www.worldbirds.org/srilanka, the home page of the “Sri Lanka Birds”. Users can
enter their observations, see observations already entered in the system, and create reports on the
species and their distribution. Users can enter their observations marked in this booklet directly
into the system as the visit information form and the list is prepared according to the database.
